We are sharing with you some updated
information on a couple of key resources for child care and education providers. Feel free to
use any of the information with your staff for training purposes, and share this message with
your colleagues.

Child Care Allowed to Open in Monterey County for Non-Essential Workers

Monterey County is allowing all childcare providers to open programs with modifications to all
families, including non-essential workers.

To support your efforts, California ECE State Master Plan includes guidance including Drop Off
and Pick Up; Group Sizes and Ratios; Health and Safety, etc. Clik: Help for Providers for more
resources available to you and your staff.

In addition, there is a 10 page guide that can help child care providers during Covid-19.

California Schools

The State of California released a guidebook for the safe reopening of schools. This guide
provides information and scenarios to help districts as they decide how to proceed using
physical distancing and health/safety guidelines. You can read the guide called Stronger
Together by clicking on the link.

Cleaning & Supplies
There are still funds available to providers for cleaning, disinfecting and personal protection for
your staff.

1. Funds are available for licensed and exempt providers in all settings (center or
home-based). Please note that programs affiliated with school districts are not eligible
for these funds. Expenses include:

e Cleansers and Sanitizers

e Masks, gloves, and other PPE

e Labor Costs associated with additional cleaning

e Supplies including instructional materials to implement social distancing and
other health associated costs responding to state and local COVID-19 guidance
