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Dear Child Care and Education Providers of Monterey County,

We are sharing some updated information for child care and education providers. Feel free to
use any of the information with your staff, and share with your colleagues.

California Budget Signed!

Governor Newsom signed a $202 billion 2020-2021 budget on June 29th, protecting subsidized
child care and education provider rates and increasing access for California's working families.
Budget includes additional money for subsidized child care. Look for upcoming management
bulletins for implementation!

In addition, all administration of state subsidized child care and education programs, except
California State Preschool Program, will be moved from the California Department of Education
to the California Department of Social Services, effective July 1, 2021.

Re-Opening Tools

Every Child California has developed a guide to help child care programs that closed during
shelter-in-place or in the summer re-open. This includes a checklist and recommendations for
safe environments for children and staff and is specific to child care programs.

The Child Care & Wellbeing COVID-19 Response & Recovery Coalition pulled together a
summary of current requirements for face coverings and group sizes in child care settings. Find
it here.

CDE has announced another round of supplies for child care including LEA programs! This
round of supplies include:

e Hand Sanitizer

e Non-latex gloves
MAOF, the R&R for Monterey County will notify programs when the supplies are available for
pick up.

For programs who applied for funds before June 22, please check your bank account for
direct deposits from MAOF.

There are still funds available to providers for cleaning, disinfecting and personal protection for
your staff.

1. Funds are available for licensed and licensed-exempt providers in all settings (center or
home-based). Please note that programs affiliated with school districts are not eligible
for these funds. Expenses include:

Cleansers and sanitizers

Masks, gloves, and other personal protective equipment (PPE)

Labor costs associated with additional cleaning

Supplies including instructional materials to implement social distancing and

other health associated costs responding to state and local COVID-19 guidance

2. To apply for funds, complete the form as soon as possible, and email it to
RRMC@maof.org. A specialist will follow up to confirm your application and details for
receiving funds, as available. Deadline: September 30, 2020.
