e COVID-19 vaccines for children 5-11 have been approved! Two clinics this weekend that will
offer the pediatric Pfizer vaccine (for ages 5-11). The Monterey County Health Department will
be providing the vaccine at both locations.

SCHOOL-BASED CLINICS: Monterey County Office of Education has partnered with ten
school districts to set up clinics at school sites for children. The schools will communicate
information about these clinics with their families.

e Do you know someone at risk of eviction due to unpaid rent? You can check your eligibility
and apply here to cover 100% of your rent and utilities.

e FEMA will offset funeral or burial expenses up to $7,000. Apply by calling their dedicated line at
844-684-6333. Our thoughts go out to those who have lost a loved one during the pandemic.
